aturday’s Barbados-
themed gala for the Queen-
sway Carleton Hospital's
“Care Grows West” hospi-
tal expansion campaign.

A sold-out crowd of 310 ar-

The Queensway Carleton
is in the final stages of its
$35-million campaign. At the
start of the Rhythm & Rum
Ball, it had just $250,000
more to raise, thanks to a
$5-million donation made
public at the gala.

The surprise announcement
was shared by the hospital
foundation’s executive direc-
tor, Melanie Adams, along -
side the campaign’s volunteer
chairman, Dan Greenberg,
president of presenting spon-
sor Ferguslea Properties.

“Dan, it's $5 million and it
wasn't from a Greenberg,”
joked Adams (the Greenbergs
are perhaps the most philan-
thropic clan in Ottawa). The
donor’s identity will be re-
leased soon.

Greenberg’s mother, Or-
der of Canada recipientShir-
ley Greenberg, served as
honourary patron. She and
her late husband, Irving ,
for whom the hospital’s Irv-
ing Greenberg Family Cancer
Centre is named, developed
deep ties to the Queensway
Carleton, as well as to Bar
bados. She donated to the
auction one of the weeklong
stays on the beautiful Carib-
bean island.

The host diplomat, Bar-
bados High Commission-
er Evelyn Greaves, and his
wife, Fran , donated a group
dinner at their residence.
Also seen were the hospi-
tal’s president and CEO,Tom
Schonberg; the foundation’s
new board chairman, lawyer
Ron Prehogan; MC and auc-
tioneer Stuntman Stu ; and
honorary co-chairs Chris
Phillips from the Ottawa
Senators and his wife,Erin.
He had a tough time decid-
ing what to wear (guests were
encouraged to go bold).
